 Is able or willing to learn to write news stories on chapter activities 

 Prepares and distributes news releases to local media

District Reporter Responsibility 

 Gets news about the district before the public 

 Is able or willing to learn to write news stories on district activities 

 Prepares and distributes news releases to local & district media

State Reporter Responsibility 

 Gets news about the State before the public 

 Is able or willing to learn to write news stories on State activities 

 Prepares and distributes news releases to Kansas media
