Provided by Contestant: 

• 60 sheets of 8 ½ x 11 white blank paper 

• 8 ½ x 11 blank colored paper for use as scrap paper 

• Pens, pencils, and black marking pens (four to six each) 

• All competitors must create a one-page resume and submit a hard copy to the technical 
committee chair at orientation.  Failure to do so will result in a 10-point penalty 

• A basic calculator without memory functions 
 
NOTE:  No notes or reference materials of any kind will be permitted in the contest room.
